· Agreed on Agenda (GEN0001).


ENUM Forum Principles and Procedures

· With the inclusion of a few minor editorial updates, agreed on the ENUM Forum Principles & Procedures (GEN 0002) and classified Revision 1.0.

ENUM Forum Proposed Work Plan

· Agreed on the ENUM Forum Proposed Work Plan (GEN0003) in terms of the definitions of task groups and classified as Revision 1.0.  However, with the caveat that all revisions and outputs proposed by task groups would need to be approved by the ENUM forum, it was clarified that these task groups’ work plan will be edited by each of task group members.

Website Update  

· Agreed on a naming format for contributions.  
Contribution numbering format is as follows: GENXXXXRX-Author-Title.doc, where GEN is the three-letter acronym for task group, XXXX is the doc number, RX is the revision number.  The Author should be the entity name rather than the person’s name.

Contributions numbering scheme will be separate from documents produced by task groups.

· An Ad Hoc group called the “External Communications” was formed to address the web site design.  The following representatives volunteered to participate on the group: Bob Bownes, UltraDNS; Frank Mills, WorldCom; Martin Carroll, WorldCom; Cristin Flynn, WorldCom; Jim Baskin, Verizon; Gary Richenaker, Telcordia; and Steve Lind, AT&T.  Bob Bownes will lead this Ad Hoc group.

ENUM Forum Member Status

· Agreed to delete the second paragraph of the ENUM Forum Registration form (i.e., “By signing this Membership Statement…”).  With that edit, agreed on the ENUM Forum Registration form.

· Agreed that eligible “founding members” would consist of any entity that attended the July 30th Study Group A Ad Hoc meeting, any of the conference calls for compiling the Principles and Procedures and Work Plan, or the August 27 and 28 ENUM Forum meeting.  Those, who are eligible for founding member status, have 10 business days to submit their membership agreement in order to obtain “founding member” status.  Entities who fail to submit the ENUM Forum Registration form within ten business days may still apply for membership.  These applications will be treated as outside founding membership status as outlined in the ENUM Forum Principles and Procedures.

· Agreed that for obtaining consensus at today’s meeting, all entities present at today’s meeting are eligible to participate in the consensus making process.  Consensus decision will be considered final regardless if they submit all participating submit signed ENUM Forum Registrations.
