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1.0 Introduction

At the initial meeting of the ENUM Forum a proposed method of numbering contributions was agreed too.  The ENUM Forum overlooked that there needs to be a unique way to identify the ENUM Forum work items & products separately from contributions.  This contribution proposes a numbering scheme to identify ENUM Forum work items & products.

2.0 Proposal

Each work Item that is produced by the ENUM Forum must be uniquely identified.  Additionally, all work items must be identified separately from company contributions, so as uniquely identify them as products of the entire ENUM Forum.  To enable this distinction, it is recommended that the ENUM Forum adopt the following numbering scheme.

Each work item will be identified with an “xxxx” series number, between “0000 – 9999”, and then two revision numbers following the main number.  Effectively, this means each Task Group will have up to 1000 work items before this numbering scheme is exhausted.  The document numbers are allocated to the task groups as follows:

0000 – 0999: General ENUM Forum 

1000 – 1999: Architectural Task Group

2000 – 2999: Provisioning Task Group

3000 – 3999: Applications Task Group

4000 – 4999: Interoperability Task Group

5000 – 5999: Security & Privacy Task Group 

6000 – 6999: Legal Experts Group

The 1st revision number refers to the ENUM Forum revision.  The 1st revision number is initially set to “0” as the work item is being drafted.  Once the work item is completed the entire ENUM Forum must agree to adopt the work item, per the ENUM Forum Principles & Procedures.  Once the draft work item is agreed to by the entire ENUM Forum that 1st revision number will be incremented to “1”.  Subsequent increments from “1 to 2”, “2 to 3”, or ect will occur when the entire ENUM Forum agrees to revisions on the work item.

The 2nd revision number relates to the draft number.  Initially this value is set to “1” and is incremented at the discretion of either the document editor or the task group chair.  Once the work item is gains the approval of the full ENUM Forum the revision number is reset to “0”.  For example a draft item at “5000_0_8” would become “5000_1_0” assuming the entire ENUM Forum agrees to the “0.8” draft document.  There is no limit to the value of this number, but it is recommended to keep it under 100 before attempting to gain the approval of the entire ENUM Forum.  

This proposed document-numbering scheme has the following advantages:

· It enables a means to uniquely identify work items of the ENUM Forum.

· Determine if the entire ENUM Forum has agreed to the work item.

· Determine what the version of the current working draft is of that particular document.  

For these reasons outlined in the contribution WorldCom, Inc. recommends the ENUM Forum adopt this document numbering scheme.
