· Preliminary Press Release on the initial meeting is being drafted 

· Sec 12 of the Procedures states that the full ENUM forum must review press Release and other external communications.  It was agreed that any information would be distributed to the GEN mailing list for review and to allow 5 business days for comment. The information will be considered approved If no comments are received within 5 business days.

· UltraDNS agreed to absorb the cost of the initial press release.

Legal Experts Group Readout

· IPR Policy draft – Has two main points

1. Copyright

2. Patent Right

· To develop the IPR draft, RFC 2026 was used as a guide.  However, it was pointed out that enhancements and some identified deficiencies were identified in RFC 2026

· Anti-Trust Policy -  3 meetings on this and a working draft is available.  Some companies have commented on the draft but there is not enough consensus on this to bring this to the full forum as if yet.

· It was proposed that any question that comes to the LEG should be in writing and authorized by a member of the ENUM Forum management team.  At the meeting, this process was agreed.

· AUP – The participants asked the LEG to develop an Acceptable Use Policy for use of the E-mail exploder list and other websites that use a link to the ENUM- Forum.org website.  One other areas of investigation is the archiving of the GEN emails.  This AUP should be posted on the web site.

· Leadership team - Formation of the Leadership group within the forum should this be described in the Principles & Procedures.  There is a concern that if it not being detailed under the Procedures that it could open the Forum to a liability risk.  This should be reviewed by the LEG for Anti-trust concerns.  

Administrative Issues

· Document Number Scheme – GEN0009R0

Rob Freilich reviewed the Document numbering scheme.  The scheme as detailed in the contribution was approved.  In addition, each Task Group Chair should ask the Webmaster for the number assignment for the working documents and deliverables within the task group.

· WEB Site Update - GEN0013R0  

Rob presented the website update – See discussion below on a number of issues.

· Enhancements to the Web Site include:

· Useful to have the Meeting Reports in a separate section

· Useful to have the Meeting Reports double listed; in its own section and then as part of the contributions to each of the respective task groups.

· Centralize place for Next Meeting Announcements

· Have a link for agenda and Meeting Report

· Registration form

· Calendar

· Logistics – Like directions to the meeting

· Mailing List Archives – Investigate keeping an archive of the GEN exploder list emails.

· Re-label the Documents button to “Deliverable documents”

· Action: Any proposed changes to the website should be forwarded to the Chair of the External Communication Group, Bob Bownes.  Bob will be the focal point to make enhancements to the website.  Use of the External Groups e-mail exploder list is encouraged.

· Management Team entry in the Procedures (Section 5.6)

· The following text was agreed to be included as a new subsection; Section 5.6, into the Procedures document.

The ENUM Forum Management Team consists of the Chair, Vice-Chair, Task Group Leaders, and Group Leaders.  Any member of the ENUM Forum Management team can convene a management team Meeting.  The purpose of these meeting will be to address the administrative and operation of the ENUM Forum.  Minutes of these meeting will be posted as a GEN Contribution to the website within 5 business days after the meeting.  The ENUM Forum Management will not make any policy or technical decision on behalf of the ENUM forum.  The ENUM Forum Management Team should follow meeting notification and agenda guidelines.

· It was agreed to change from “5” to “2” the number of days prior to a meeting that contributions are to be submitted.  If this requirement can not be met, the contributor should being paper copies as a courtesy in the event the contribution is accepted to be submitted.

· What constitutes an ENUM Forum Meeting – Does it include the Task Group meetings or just the General Session at the end?  This issue is important because it determines eligibility to vote and is not quite clear in the Procedures document. 

· Decision:  Only attendance at the General session counts towards the determination of voting eligibility within the ENUM Forum.

· Action - Steve Lind to update the Procedures per various agreements at the meeting.  Steve will then post the revised Procedures to the website.

· Workplan updates performed at a ENUM Meeting do not require a formal “GEN” contribution and can be worked on at the General session of the Forum.  

Next Meeting

· Jan 21 – 25, 2002 ENUM Forum and Task Group Meetings.  The timeslots for each task group and total number of days of the meeting will be determined on a management team conference call at the end of November.  An agenda and schedule will be distributed to the participants in the beginning of December.
