Task Group Status Reports:

Applications: There is a conference call scheduled for November 28. It appears that messages submitted to the mailing list are not being distributed to the members. Rob will work with the web master and Jordyn to resolve the issue.

Legal Experts Group: There is a conference call scheduled for November 27 to finalize the draft Patent and Anti-Trust Policy statements. These will be submitted to the January General Session for approval by the ENUM Forum. Bob Bownes will provide language as a basis for development of an Acceptable Use Policy statement.

Security/Privacy: There are 2 conference calls scheduled between now and the January ENUM Forum meeting. The group is working on Authentication methods. Next week’s conference call will focus on a threat model and any other contributions. They are seeing a decline in the number of contributions and participation in general.

Provisioning: There is a conference call scheduled for this week. The group is making significant progress. They sent a candidate reference provisioning flow to the security task group. Now working to nail down the various scenarios.

External Communications: The Internet Draft describing the ENUM Forum was submitted to the IETF. It will also be submitted as a GEN contribution for information. The summaries are done and ready.

Architecture: The next conference call is scheduled for December 5. There are now 5 deliverables:

· 0 - Reference architecture - is a solid draft. Delivery has been pushed back from December to April in order to keep it open for any necessary changes.

· 1 - Architecture Structure of Tier 1 - is a solid draft. The delivery has been pushed back from October to Feb. 28 to refine the text.

· 2 & 3 - Requirements of Tiers 1 and 2 (respectively) - are TOCs only. Andy Gallant and Penn Pfautz are the editors. The delivery has been pushed back from November to the end of February to create the content.

· 4 - Definitions & Acronyms - on hold for the time being. Delivery pushed back to April to reflect any changes from other TGs.

There was discussion of where any requirements for the Registrar are being captured. Steve and Rob to work out ownership of these requirements.

There is consistent participation in this TG, but the work is mainly coming from 3 companies. There was general discussion on how to widen participation. This effort needs to be tied to a general effort on broadening the Forum’s membership.

Interworking: Defined 3 kinds of interoperability. Two are self-evident and no one feels the need to be jumping in to define these. On the third, server interoperability, there have been no contributions. The task group will not meet without contributions.

Meetings during the Next ENUM Forum (January in Austin):

· Applications: needs a couple of hours.

· Security: needs at least a 1/2 day, maybe more.

· Provisioning: needs a full day

· Architecture: needs at least a 1/2 day, probably more.

· Interworking: needs a couple of hours - if any contributions.

It was decided that Provisioning would meet on Tuesday, Applications and Architecture would meet on Wednesday, and Interworking and Security would meet on Thursday. The General Session would meet on Friday morning. Gary will confirm this schedule with Phyllis Anderson, who is hosting the meeting.

On attendance and voting, Gary will e-mail those companies who are currently ineligible to vote. The information on the meeting will be posted to the web site.

Web Site: The meeting reports are being double-listed: under the contributions page and under the meeting reports page. Chairs submitting meeting reports should state that the document is a meeting report when it is submitted for posting. The webmaster is currently working on automating the submission of meeting reports. Also, currently working on a wall calendar.

The next leadership team conference call will be on Tuesday, January 15, 2002, 11 AM - 12 PM ET. Gary will set up the conference bridge. The purpose is to make any last minute checks on the Austin meeting.
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
