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This document is offered to the ENUM Forum as a basis for discussion and is not a binding proposal on AT&T.  AT&T specifically reserves the right to amend or withdraw the statements contained herein.

In the first two letter ballots, an insufficient number of ballots were cast that resulted in both draft documents to fail to be accepted. In one case, there were enough negative ballots that the document would not have been accepted anyway. In the other case, however, that ballot failed only because of the ballot count.

Membership in the ENUM Forum, as in any forum, entails certain responsibilities of the member to be and stay involved in the process. In the current set of Principles & Procedures, active membership is maintained by a measure of attendance. This contribution proposes to add a measure of the member’s voting record to the qualifications to maintain active membership. It is not the intent of this proposal to punitively reduce the number of active members but to impart that voting on documents is an important responsibility.

The proposed changes to 2nd paragraph of section 7.1 are:

An active ENUM Forum member is defined as an ENUM FORUM Member that has:

1. participated in two of the last three full ENUM Forum meetings electronically or otherwise, and

2. has not missed three sequential ENUM Forum letter ballots.  
Only attendance at the General session counts towards the determination of the attendance portion for voting eligibility within the ENUM Forum. The ENUM Chair or designate shall be responsible for taking the roll at each meeting ensuring the list of active members is posted and up to date on the ENUM Forum website.
The Chair or Vice-Chair will notify any ENUM Forum Member that has missed two sequential ENUM Forum letter ballots that their active membership is in jeopardy.
Members are reminded that section 7.2 allows a member to cast a vote that is an abstention. In that way, a member may not take a position on a specific document but still cast a vote to maintain active membership.
