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Minutes for April 4th 2003 Meeting

1. The proposed agenda was approved.

2. Review of Contribution GEN0061R0 ( NTIA letter).  The basic thrust of the letter was agreed to. It will be addressed to those who signed the FCC/NTIA letters (Powell, Victory) with copies to DOS (David Gross), Michael Gallagher, Scott Marcus, Stacey Cheney, Marian Gordon, J. Ennis, and Cathy Hanley. It will be signed by Gary Richenaker and Steve Lind as Chair and Vice-Chair of the Forum.

3. Review of Contribution GEN006R0 (scope of work for Tier 1 contracting model)

The contribution was accepted as an initial framework. The Chair made a call for contributions on this topic by 4/25. (These need not adhere to the GEN0060 template.)

4. Review of Contribution GEN0062R0 (proposed scope and Workplan for non-geographic codes)

The Forum agreed the focus of effort will be on toll-free as opposed to other non-geographic codes. Gary will revise GEN0062 to make it toll-free focused and indicate that toll free work will have priority.

GEN0063R0  provided an initial set of NANP contacts. These can be used to contact non-US NANP reps to inform them about this activity and encourage their participation. The author noted that the second column of table 2 in Annex C should show “1” under number of NPAs for each of the NANP nations other than the US and Canada.

Gary Richenaker will contact NANPA for additional contact information and will also ask for a list of non-portable, country specific toll free codes.

Bob Bownes will draft a letter for NANP representatives and post for comments.

The letter will also ask for contributions and note next face-to-face meeting where issues will be discussed.

5. The next face-to-face meeting will be  June 3-5  with full day sessions on  the 3rd and 4rd and half day on the 5th. Location is TBD. Contributions for the meeting are due by May 27th.

6. Elections.  Gary Richenaker and Steve Lind were only nominees for chair vice-chair, respectively. There was no objection to their election.
