Action Items from the General Session on June 5th.

Robert Schafer will develop some text to add to the website to solicit additional participation.  In addition, proposals for making the website more user friendly will be incorporated. 

Cox will identify cable companies that may have an interest in ENUM and develop a communication plan on how to publicize the existence of the ENUM Forum and its activities.  

Each participant will attempt to be an ENUM proponent within its industry segment and volunteer to provide information on the ENUM Forum activities at industry meetings, conferences, etc., when appropriate.

It was agreed that the Task Groups will be discontinued and the work on the two documents; Tier 1 Alternatives and Non-Geographic, will be worked by the group and will be lead by editors.  However, the Legal Experts Group and External Communications Group will remain.  Therefore, the ENUM Forum Management Team consists of the Chair, Vice-Chair, and the Chairs of the Legal Experts and External Communications Group.

It was agreed that the drafting of text for the Tier 1 alternatives; 6001_0_X, would be submitted to the editor, Steve Lind, for integration and submit all draft text as a GEN contribution.  Proposed draft text is to be submitted to Steve by June 30 and Steve will submit the first draft by July 7.  A conference is scheduled for Thursday July 10 from 2-4 ET.

It was agreed that each of the contributions to the Non-Geographic document would be submited as individual GEN contributions.  Contributions are due June 30.  The document is 6002_0_X.

The conference call on July 10 will cover both documents but the Tier 1 Alternatives document will be covered first.

A second conference call is scheduled for Tuesday August 5 from 2-4 ET and will cover both documents.

The next face-to-face meeting is scheduled for September 23 and 24.  Location TBD.
