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ABSTRACT:  This contribution provides suggestions for issues to be addressed regarding changes to Document 6002_0_0 regarding toll-free numbers.

The contribution in question, Suggested 6002_0_0 Working Document changes, ENUM Implementation for Tollfree Non-Geographic Codes, is supported by ICB Inc., with one caveat.
The contribution puts the cart before the horse by implying if not stating, “The RespOrg will know the toll free numbers for which it is responsible.”

This is frequently not the case.  Where a long distance or other reseller exists between the RespOrg and Subscriber, it is not uncommon for the RespOrg to list the Reseller as the Subscriber in its internal records.  
(According to the larger RespOrgs themselves, this administrative problem accounted for the 50% noncompliance to the FCC’s 888 set-aside assignment instructions a few years ago.)

This is not irreparable, and need not interfere with implementing the Long Distance Partnership contribution to ENUM Forum.   But implementation should be delayed until this toll free industry-wide administrative snafu is addressed and remedied by SNAC.
