1. Review of 6003_0_0 (Trial Framework)

A contribution, GEN113 – MCI, provided a Status Report on the Trial Implementation of ENUM in the UK.  The contribution contained background information as well as information pertaining to the 2003 UK ENUM trial.  MCI provided an overview of the contribution that included a discussion on the scope and major results of the trial.

The Forum participants went through the latest version of the ENUM Trial document, GEN114, on a Section-by-Section basis. The results of the discussion and the agreements reached are included and contained in Working Document 6003_0_1.     

During the discussion Steve Lind agreed to assume the role of editor and it was also agreed that updates needed to be made to Sections 5, 6 and 7 of the document.  Gary Richenaker agreed to provide text to Section 5, Robert Schafer agreed to provide text to Section 6, and Steve Lind agreed to provide text to Section 7. The participants agreed to the following timeline:

· Gary, Robert and Steve would provide draft text to their respective Sections to Steve by Wednesday October 20

· Steve would incorporate that draft text in document 6003 by Friday October 23 

· Robert would post the revised draft document on the ENUM Forum website by Monday October 26

· The ENUM Forum participants would review the draft and provide written contributions to the revised text by Nov 10

· The ENUM Forum would hold a conference call on Monday Nov 15 from 2-5 ET to discuss the contributions and Working Document 6003. AT&T agreed to provide the bridge for the call

During discussion of the roles and responsibilities between the ENUM Forum and the ENUM LLC, the ENUM Forum participants agreed that prior to the ENUM Forum proceeding with the implementation of a trial, it requests that the ENUM LLC

· Provide the threshold policy decisions regarding the implementation of ENUM in the US

· What should be included in the scope of the trial?

Review of 6002_0_1 (Non-Geographic)

A contribution, GEN115, provided three Scenarios for Registration of Toll-Free Numbers in ENUM.  This contribution is a result of an action item from the previous conference call and the need to include various registration scenarios into the document.  The contribution was discussed and the text provided in the scenarios were edited and it was agreed that the revised text be included in Section 7 of the 6002 document. 

The Forum participants went through the latest version of the ENUM Implementation for Tollfree Non-Geographic Codes document, on a Section-by-Section basis. The results of the discussion and the agreements reached, including the agreed to text in GEN115, are included and contained in Working Document 6003_0_2.  The participants completed its review of the document mid-way through Section 7 and contributions on the remaining text are requested.   

As the editor, Robert agreed to review the document and provide consistency in terminology due to the agreements made at the meeting and to update the format of the Sections, etc. Penn and John agreed to review each of the three scenarios and provide additional text regarding the registration and authentication process and submit a contribution by Nov 10, 2004 so that the contribution and the document could be discussed on the Nov 15 conference call. 

3. It was agreed that the next meeting of the ENUM Forum would be a conference call on Nov 15 from 2-5 PM ET.  The agenda will include a review and discussion on contributions submitted for both of the working documents; 6002 and 6003.
