Issue 1

SMS/800 Tariff—Changes to the tariff necessary in order to authorize a Resp Org to be authorized in this process

Issue 2

Resp Org and service subscriber information listed in ENUM database

Issue 3

Changes in the status of the number working to spare or otherwise and updating the ENUM database

Issue 4

Changes in Resp Org or registrar being reflected in both SMS/800 and ENUM databases

Issue 5

6000_1 dispute resolution process needs to be reviewed for Toll Free

Issue 6

Authorization process may involve Resp Org divulging CPNI

Issue 7

Does a registrar need to be a Resp Org

Issue 8

Need to specify the standard procedures for authentication & authorization (e.g., LOAs, invoice, subscriber records, etc.)
