The Authentication Agency will be responsible for providing information that will be used by the Registrar in validating the assignment of ENUM end user E.164 numbers. The Authentication Agency can be a Telephony Service Provider or National Number Plan Administrator or any entity capable of providing the registrar with the data needed for authentication, such as a national hub provider or data clearinghouse..  National hub providers and data clearinghouses have access to multiple data sources from telephony  service providers and various other sources.  The role of the Authentication Agency will be to provide information that may confirm to the Registrar that the Registrant is the rightful assignee of the E.164 telephone number that they wish to enter into the DNS.
