“A person or entity that, via contract with Assignees of e.164 numbers (toll free service subscribers for purposes of this document) and an ENUM Tier 1 registry, provides registration services to ENUM Registrants.”
GEN0133R0: Dispute re Registry acting as dispute arbiter.

Next steps editor of 6002 will convene group of interested parties to reach consensus on path forward; send mail to robert.schafer@mci.com to be included.
