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ABSTRACT:  This contribution proposes NANP country opt-in or opt-out method for toll-free number registrations in ENUM.
NANP Country Opt-In or Opt-Out for Toll-Free Numbers
NANP Country Opt-In or Opt-Out
The North American Numbering Plan (NANP) is comprised of 19 sovereign countries.  Until such time as all 19 NANP countries have opted to participate in 1.e164.arpa for toll-free, a method for determining the specific country associated with each toll-free number will be necessary.  ENUM registration will be blocked for  those numbers identified with nonparticipating NANP countries, as such numbers are subject to  the exclusive jurisdiction of countries which have chosen to be excluded from Public ENUM.  
 
NANP Country Determined by End-User Subscriber Address

A submitting Resp Org must provide the incumbent Resp Org with both the name and address of the Toll Free End-User Subscriber, in order to complete an authorized Resp Org change within the PSTN.  If the End-User Subscriber name and address provided by the submitting Resp Org does not match the  information contained in the incumbent Resp Org’s customer records, the Resp Org change request is denied.  The Toll Free End-User Subscriber’s address, currently used to authenticate a Resp Org change order, can also be used to associate each toll-free NANP telephone number with a specific NANP country. 

As part of the ENUM registration process, the Registrar contacts the incumbent Resp Org in order to validate Registrant’s authority to act as, or on behalf of, the Toll Free End-User Subscriber.  If a Registrant lists an address for the Toll Free End-User Subscriber as residing in a country which has opted into toll-free Public ENUM, and the address is confirmed by the incumbent Resp Org, then the ENUM Registrar will complete the registration of the toll-free number(s) in 1.e164.arpa.  If the address provided on the application, and confirmed by the incumbent Resp Org, is within a country that has not opted-in to participate in toll-free number registration within 1.e164.arpa, then the ENUM Registrar will decline the registration.

If the End-User Subscriber has an address outside one of the 19 NANP countries, then the NANP country associated with that number will be the country  of the incumbent Resp Org for the toll-free number at the time of registration.
